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MISSION STATEMENT:

Through leadership and oversight of the public mental health system in Westchester County, the mission of the
Department of Community Mental Health is to prevent disability and improve the functioning of residents affected by
mental illness, developmental disabilities, alcoholism and substance abuse. This is accomplished within the financial and
legal requirements of New York State and Westchester County by ensuring the accessibility of outreach, treatment and
rehabilitation services. The department is responsible for planning, program development, service coordination, monitoring
and contract management.

Administrative Services

To reduce the cost of operating the Department through increased used of automated support services.
To increase Departmental Revenue through greater productivity and an automated billing system.

Train 70 contract agency fiscal staff to produce more accurate, timely fiscal reports. Department of Community
Mental Health will conduct ten training sessions for agency staff.

Train 40 contract agency statistical reporting staff regarding correct program coding of units of service. This will
provide the Department of Community Mental Health with improved work load data for program evaluation.

Implement a training program for 80 Department of Community Mental Health staff to expand their use of the new
computer system and increase productivity.

Centralize billing system to maximize the collection of revenue from third party insurance. Collect $2,600,000.

Office of Community Services

Improve access to mental health treatment for underserved populations through interagency collaboration. Design
and implement new bi-lingual programs and off-site services.

Provide 33,000 patient visits at the Community Service Centers.

Annually conduct 2,400 screenings, admit 1,850 clients and maintain an active caseload of 1,200 in the TASC
program. Twenty percent of the annual admissions will be persons who have committed felonies.

TASC will work with the City of Mount Vernon to support the new municipal drug court and provide necessary drug
and alcohol treatment evaluations and referrals.
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Office of Mental Health

Work with providers, recipients, and families to plan for the annual allocation of $600,000 in new state Reinvestment
funding. Contract with not-for-profit providers for new and expanded services.

Assist the state in the implementation of a Special Needs Plan (Managed Care for adults with serious mental illness)
by the end of the year 2000.

Work with the Department of Social Services to develop 60 housing units for homeless mentally ill singles.
Work with state, county, and local leaders in an effort to develop a county model for an integrated children’s mental
health system focusing on the needs of children with serious emotional disturbances and their families. Based on the

outcome of the county’s SAMHSA application, Westchester County may become one of several new sites throughout
the country to redesign their children’s mental health service system.

Office of Development Disabilities

Identify the estimated 175 students aging out of Westchester County school districts in June 2000, determine their
service needs and provide placement in appropriate day programs.

Complete the development of an additional 70 beds of the 180 beds available through “NYS CARES” using the
Department of Community Mental Health prioritization and referral system.

Expand Waiver and Comprehensive Medicaid Case Management services during 2000 for an additional 50 people to
meet the consumer requests for case coordination from the Department of Community Mental Health.

Provide travel training services, in cooperation with the Office of the Disabled, to teach individual with developmental
disabilities to use the county’s BeeLine buses rather than Para Transit services.

Office of Alcohol and Substance Abuse

Jointly with Department of Social Services submit an application to New York State for $775,000 in TANF funding to
substantially increase services for CPS clients and to provide comprehensive training for Department of Social
Services staff.

Implement $850,000 New York State Department of Labor Welfare to Work grant providing clinical evaluations, early
vocational rehabilitation assessment in treatment programs and enrollment of newly-employed Department of Social
Services clients in EAP programs.

Implement $375,000 New York State Office of Alcohol and Substance Abuse Services demonstration project to reduce
Medicaid expenditures for Department of Social Services Safety Net clients. The project will include identification of
high-use clients and intensive case management services.

Implement $600,000 New York State funded project to provide additional vocational and sheltered living programs.
Coordinate these new activities with Department of Social Services Welfare to Work initiatives.

To improve the delivery of employees assistance service to County workers by enhancing the visibility and
accessibility of program services at locations convenient to employees’ workplaces.
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REVENUES:

Departmental Revenues

A fee is charged for services rendered at the community service centers based upon costs. Most of the fees collected are
paid via third party insurance with the largest being Medicaid.

State Aid
State Aid is received for eligible expenses as determined by the State Department of Mental Hygiene. Eligibility is based
on programs having State approval and are reimbursed at approximately 68% of total expenditures, after deducting other

revenue sources.

State Aid is also received at the 100% level for certain programs that serve mental iliness, alcoholism and drug abuse, and
programs for clients who have been institutionalized in excess of five years in a State facility.

Home Health and clinic revenues are
generated by billing to medicaid, medicare, and private insurance companies. Patients without insurance are charged a
fee based upon family income. Environmental permit fees are established by determining the cost of issuing the permits
and the related costs.

State aid reimbursement is based on a percentage of the total eligible expenditures determined by the State Health

REVENUES:

Departmental Revenues

The Department bills the State of New York for housing specific classifications of inmates, including "State Ready
Prisoners", and Parole Violators, as provided for in State law. Reimbursement for D and E Felons and Coram Nobis
inmates was eliminated in New York State 2000 Budget.

In addition, the Department currently contracts with the Federal Government to house federal inmates on a per diem cost
which is negotiated annually and subject to the availability of space in our facility and the need for space by the Federal
Government.

The Department receives revenue from the State Breakfast and Lunch Program for minors who have not completed high
school. The State also reimburses the department for the transportation of sentenced felons to New York State
Correctional Facilities.

New York State has initiated a reimbursement to the Department for the housing of criminal aliens under the State
Criminal Alien Assistance Program.

The Department receives reimbursement from the Social Security Administration for each inmate reported as incarcerated
and who can be identified as a recipient of social security benefits.

DEPARTMENT PROGRAMS:

The District Attorney is the chief law enforcement officer of the County, and under the Constitution and laws of the State, is
responsible for the investigation and prosecution of all crimes and offenses committed in the County. The District Attorney
is an elected official, accountable to the Governor for the performance of prosecutorial duties.

GOAL:

The goal of this department is to provide fair, effective and expeditious investigation and prosecution of criminal offenses
within the County.

DEPARTMENT INITIATIVES:
To conduct the prosecution of criminal matters in all the Local Courts and in Superior Courts of the County.

By proceeding before the Grand Jury to investigate, prepare and present all felony cases referred to the Grand Jury
and conduct special investigations initiated by the District Attorney's Office.

To represent the People in all appeals, legal motions and special proceedings relating to the prosecution of defendants
within the County.

To conduct investigations and prosecutions into organized crime, narcotics and racketeering occurring within the
County.

To investigate and prosecute white collar crimes, consumer and welfare frauds and provide information to the public
concerning fraudulent activities.

To vigorously prosecute public servants and those within the criminal justice system who would abuse and violate
their public trust and public integrity.

To bring to justice those who abuse the especially vulnerable such as women, children and the elderly.
To root out and prosecute bias crimes and gang criminal activity.
To investigate and prosecute those who would cripple or destroy our environment.

To reach out to the communities of Westchester County for input, recommendations and concerns and to educate
citizens on the workings of the Criminal Justice System at large and the District Attorney's Office in particular.

DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC SAFETY (38)

REVENUES:
Services Division

Departmental revenues are generated from civil fees, established by State Law, resulting from the service of court orders
and collection of judgments. The department retains 5% of all money collected plus fees varying from $5 to $25 per court
order plus mileage costs.

Police Division

Photographic reproduction services and subpoena fees are charged to the public for the cost of copying photographs and
for having subpoenas served. Rates are established for duplicating photographic material. An hourly rate is calculated
and charged for subpoena service, plus mileage. Lease of space on police radio tower to commercial firms also generates
revenue.

A contract with the New York State Department of Transportation commits the department to patrol posts along the Saw
Mill River Parkway, the Hutchinson River Parkway, and the Cross County Parkway. Charges are developed by formula for
salaries plus benefits, overtime and overhead.

Security and transport services are provided to County Departments. Additionally, detective services are provided to the

Department of Social Services to investigate potential fraud, provide child support and paternity enforcement. Hourly costs
are developed from a formula that takes salaries, benefits, overtime and overhead into account.

Disaster & Emergency Services

Federal Emergency Management Act (FEMA) provides reimbursement up to 50% of staff and limited program costs.

Taxi & Limousine Commission

Departmental revenues are derived from fees established for the annual licensing of limousine base stations, drivers and
vehicles.

The mission of the Public Administrator is to administer estates of Westchester residents who die intestate without known
heirs or where known heirs are foreign aliens; probate wills of decedents when named executors have predeceased and
other persons fail to qualify; settle estates and make distribution to rightful heirs. The Public Administrator will also
assume administration of decedent's estates when heirs cannot qualify and acts as such, by reason of place of domicile or
ability to act. In addition to special powers, the Public Administrator possesses all of the powers of a fiduciary as provided
by law.

DEPARTMENT INITIATIVES:

To administer estates as cost effectively as possible and to distribute to rightful heirs according to the laws of intestacy
of the decedents or in accordance with the probated will.

To continue with phase Il of the automation of the manual central records maintained for each estate. i.e., Central
Inventory of estate assets, mail log and the Estate Investigator's inventory of decedents' personal property.

The review of upgrading the accounting system for the management of estates will be a consideration in the next two
calendar years.
