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MISSION STATEMENT: 
 
 
The mission of the Department of Parks, Recreation and Conservation is to operate, maintain, improve and preserve more 
than 40 recreational facilities, which include parks, golf courses, swimming pools, beaches, parkways, camping areas, 
nature preserves, historic sites and trail systems.  The department is also committed to providing a broad range of 
recreational, cultural and educational activities and varied programs for the residents of Westchester County. 
 
 
WESTCHESTER PARKS AND THE MILLENNIUM: 
 
The Parks Department is an integral part of “Westchester 2000”, hosting many festivities, among which was the kick off 
ceremony at the Westchester County Center in White Plains of the historic yearlong millennium celebration.  The festivities 
scheduled during the year include the first annual Westchester Film Festival, “Copland 2000”, as salute to one of 
America’s premier composers, and a blockbuster Fourth of July celebration.  The County Parks System itself is marking its 
Diamond Anniversary this year with a “Salute to Westchester’s Parks” intended to raise awareness and enhance the 
enjoyment of parks and recreational resources. 
 
In addition, three key Parks Department facilities are celebrating important anniversaries this year.  The pioneering Bronx 
River Parkway Reservation marks its 75th year of service to Westchester residents and other New Yorkers.  When 
completed in 1925, the Parkway in Westchester was the only limited-access highway in North America.  The Bronx River 
Reservation, which parallels the parkway, was the county’s first parkland.  Celebrating their 70th anniversaries are the 
Trailside Nature Museum at the Ward Pound Ridge Reservation, in Cross River, which was built by the Civilian 
Conservation Corps during the Depression, and the County Center, built and tastefully decorated in the classic Art Deco 
architectural style and outfitted with modern, state-of-the-art facilities.

DEPARTMENT INITIATIVES: 
 
Parks, Pools, Beaches, Gardens and Arboretum 
 
• Provide outdoor recreational opportunities for county residents by maintaining and continuously improving a system of 

42 parks, five swimming pools, four beaches, the landmark Playland Park amusement complex and Ice Casino, the 
Bronx River Parkway, a variety of camping facilities and several trailways, which wind their way through the County 
and which include the newly-opened South County Trailway. 
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• Maximize revenue potential at all County park facilities and recreation events and decrease the Parks Department's 

dependence on tax levy funds. 
 
• Expand provisions for the safety of the public, guests and employees in County parks.  New measures to achieve the 

goal include the hiring of the first county park rangers in history. 
 
 
Recreation, Cultural and Educational Programs 
 
• Maintain, operate, promote and increase recreational and cultural and educational programming, which already 

includes such events as the holiday season presentation of “The Nutcracker”, the annual free New York Philharmonic 
outdoor concert, The Philharmonia Virtuosi Sunset Serenade Concerts Series and a variety of cultural heritage 
festivals. 

 
• Provide residents with a variety of professional, amateur, cultural, athletic, recreational and entertainment activities 

and programs year round, ranging from the Summer Music Camps to the Playland Skate School to a variety of 
programs for senior citizens. 

 
 
Golf Courses 
 
• Provide a quality golfing experience for county residents at the five County golf courses at no cost to taxpayers. 
 
• Promote water quality conservation through adoption of environmentally safe fertilization programs at county-owned 

golf courses without compromising turf quality. 
 
 
Historic Preservation Sites 
 
• Maintain and preserve historically significant properties and buildings and heighten awareness of the historic 

importance of these sites through educational programs for the general public.  These facilities range from the 
Tarrytown Lighthouse in Kingsland Point Park, to Playland Park in Rye, to the Westchester County Center in White 
Plains. 

 
 
Administration Services 
 
• Efficiently manage all fiscal, contractual and personnel operations for the department. 
 
 
Public Information/Marketing 
 
• Maximize public awareness of the extensive programs, services and facilities provided by Parks, Recreation and 

Conservation through professional public information and marketing strategies, which include the use of paid and 
unpaid advertising programs, collateral materials, such as brochures and flyers, and media relations approaches. 

 
 
Playland Park, Ice Casino, Boardwalk and Pier 
 
• Provide a high quality, continuously changing and safe recreational experience that includes a first-class amusement 

park, a beach boardwalk, pool, pier, nature center and museum for Westchester residents of all ages. 
 
• Exercise sound fiscal management with an emphasis on reducing public funding. 
 
• Operate in a manner consistent with the park’s National Historic Landmark status and its important place in the history 

of Westchester County. 
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Westchester County Center 
 
• Provide a venue for a varied and balanced schedule of civic, social, athletic, recreational and entertainment events 

year round.  As it celebrates its 70th anniversary, the County Center has been the prime setting for thousands of 
concerts, trade shows, sports events, meetings, seminars, theatrical presentations and conventions at no cost to 
taxpayers. 

 
 
Conservation/Nature Preserves and Forestry 
 
• Preserve significant natural areas and encourage the continued conservation of native plants and wildlife and the 

protection of Westchester’s forest stands for future generations. 
 
 
Interpretive Farm 
 
• Educate people of all ages about Westchester’s agrarian past through the use of on-going programs at the 777-acre, 

turn-of-the-century Muscoot Farm in Somers. 
 
 
Linear Park/Path Systems 
 
• Operate and maintain a network of multi-use hiking and cycling trails to be used by County residents for recreation, 

fitness and commutation.  The trails include a newly opened 5.2 mile section of the South County Trailway, which 
stretches from Yonkers to Eastview and will eventually connect to the North County Trailway to Putnam County. 

 
 
Concessions 
 
• Manage existing and assist in generating new concessions to maximize revenue potential with the on-going goal of 

decreasing the Parks Department’s dependence on tax levy dollars. 
 
 
Information Services 
 
• Provide up-to-date information on the Parks Department website www.westchester.gov.com/parks.  

Efficiently manage the Golf Tee Time Reservation System, point of sale systems at parks, golf courses and Playland, 
as well as, reservation programs at various other facilities.

• Plan for the future of the park system determining capital construction needs to maintain a strong infrastructure for 

park facilities and expand and develop recreational opportunities for all Westchester residents. 
 
General Maintenance 
 
• Assist in the creation of new facilities and the renovation of existing ones.  Plant trees at various parks and clear 

hazardous ones from parkways and trailways.  Help prepare specifications for projects to be awarded to private 
contractors.  The team’s work last year included clearing debris and repairing structures in the aftermath of Hurricane 
Floyd. 
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REVENUES: 
 
Departmental Revenues 
 
The Parks Department revenues are derived from user fees, concessions, permits, rentals and contractual agreements.  
Fees are charged for parking, golf, swimming, camping, nature education and other programs.  A differential fee is 
charged for non-holders of Westchester County park passes. 
 
 
State Aid 
 
Parks, Recreation and Conservation receives state aid from the Division for Youth for programs relating to children and 
from the Office of the Aging for programs and staffing relating to senior citizens. 
 
 
Playland 
 
Playland revenues are derived from patron fees, contractual agreements and rental fees.  Fees are charged for parking, 
rides, swimming, ice skating, and miniature golf.

The Department of Public Works is charged with designing and constructing an extensive infrastructure system for 
Westchester County.  This includes oversight and financial responsibility for all Capital Projects as well as Non-Recurring 
Repair and Replacement Projects.  The Department is also responsible for the maintenance, repair and grounds upkeep 
for the White Plains complex, Valhalla campus, parking structures, district offices, all central heating and refrigeration 
systems, 179 miles of roads, 157 bridges and traffic signals under County jurisdiction, as well as automotive operations.  
The Department also maintains traffic engineering and safety programs to minimize accidents and injuries on County 
roadways.

REVENUES: 
 
Departmental Revenues 
 
Rents are collected from County departments in other funds by pro-rating gross maintenance expense on a uniform basis 
of square footage of space occupied.  The actual costs associated with occupancy of County owned or leased district 
offices is billed to the occupants of the space.  User fees from County parking lots and miscellaneous revenues such as 
sign shop services, document photocopying and road permits are also received.  The actual costs of preventive 
maintenance and repairs are charged to users of the County’s automotive fleet.  Users of County maintained vehicles are 
charged for actual mileage based on an established mileage rate for the cost associated with a vehicle’s operation and a 
factor for replacement on a per mile basis. 
 
 
Interdepartmental Revenues 
 
Rents from General Fund County departments are collected as interdepartmental revenue based upon square footage of 
space occupied.  Where actual costs by department can be isolated, actual costs are used.  Where several departments 
share use of utilities and services, a distribution formula is developed. The actual costs associated with occupancy of 
County owned or leased district offices is billed to the occupants of the space.  The actual costs of preventive maintenance 
and repairs are charged to users of the County’s automotive fleet.  Users of County maintained vehicles are charged for 
actual mileage based on an established mileage rate for the cost associated with a vehicle’s operation and a factor for 
replacement on a per mile basis. 
 
 
State Aid 
 
Consolidated Highway Improvement Program (CHIPS) funds are received on a formula reimbursement basis; the formula 
takes into account County Capital and operating costs, lane miles of road and auto registrations.  State aid is also received 
as a partial reimbursement for the cost of maintaining and reconstructing court facilities.

 Departmental Revenues 
 
 The Department receives departmental revenue through advertising agreements, the sub-rental of office space to a 

private bus company, reimbursements for services from other departments and employers, and from audit 
payments and recoveries. 

 
 State Operating Assistance 
 
 The Westchester County Department of Transportation (WCDOT) receives State Transit Operating Assistance for 

its bus operations.  WCDOT requests its annual allocation of State funding through the submission of an Annual 
Report and Budget (17-a) to the New York State Department of Transportation.  As a Specified system in the New 
York State Department of Transportation’s budget, WCDOT is allocated State Transit Operating Assistance based 
on need (as displayed through the 17-a) and available funding pursuant to the adopted New York State Budget 
each fiscal year. 

 
 Operating Assistance from the State is appropriated in the State General Fund as Local assistance Funds (18-b) for 

Public Transportation and is limited statewide by legislative appropriation.  The 18-b funds must be matched by the 
County.  Additional funds are made available from special dedicated taxes for mass transit.  Quarterly reports 
showing the actual number of miles and passengers are submitted to the State for claims purposes. 

 
 State Funding for New/Demonstration Services 
 
 State Funding for New/Demonstration Services is received for limited periods (1-3 years) from the New York State 

Department of Transportation.  The State typically funds from 50% to 100% of the service deficit for a limited 
period, with the understanding that the service will either be self-sustaining or eliminated after the funding period.  
These funds are awarded to WCDOT through a formal State grant process.  The amount of funding awarded for 
New/Demonstration Service is based upon justifications displayed by WCDOT in the grant application, and the 
available funding resources within the New York State Department of Transportation. 

 
 Federal Aid (Preventive Maintenance) 
 
 Federal Operating Assistance was eliminated after the 1998 Federal Fiscal year.  However, effective June 9, 1998 

the new Transportation Efficiencies Act for the 21st Century (TEA21) included a provision for the reimbursement of 
some eligible preventive maintenance operating expenses from the annual allocation of Section 5207.

MISCELLANEOUS BUDGET  (52/53/54)

Retirement Systems:
Westchester County belongs to the New York State Employees Retirement System (ERS).  A bill is payable in 
December of each year by the County, for its contribution to the system for retirement costs of employees based  
on salaries and memberships in one of four tiers.

The four tiers with their respective enrollee dates are a follows:  
                     - Tier 1 (enrolled prior to July 1, 1973)
                     - Tier 2 (enrolled July 1, 1973 to June 30, 1976), 
                     - Tier 3 (enrolled July 1, 1976 to August 31, 1983)
                     - Tier 4 (enrolled on or after September 1, 1983)

Both Tier 3 and Tier 4 enrollees contribute 3% of their income to the retirement system in addition to the 
County's contribution.

FICA/Medicare:
Westchester County and its employees are required to contribute to Social Security (FICA) and Medicare Funds.  
The contribution is split equally with each contributing on paid salary at a rate of 6.20% for income up to $76,200
(2000 level) for FICA and at a rate of 1.45% for Medicare without income limitations.
 

Health Insurance:
In  1981, Westchester County became a self-insured, self-administered health insurance program.  The County plan 
provides benefits for:  in and out-patient hospitalization; major medical coverage; dental and prescription drugs  
and are subject to collective bargaining agreements between the County and each union. The County extends medical   
coverage to both active and retired employees and their spouses when applicable.  Additionally, the County
reimburses retirees for Medicare Part B premiums for retirees and their spouses over 65 years of age. 

Employee Benefit Fund:
Westchester County through contractual obligations with the United Federation of Police, Westchester County Police 
and Superior Benevolent  Associations, Westchester County Correction and Superior Officers Associations 
and the New York State Nurses Association unions provides for benefits including  dental and disability to its
members. In addition, death benefits for active county employees are expensed in this fund.
