Consolidated Water District #1, United Water of New Rochelle, Westchester County Water District #3, Yonkers Water 

Supply, and the Elmsford Water Department.  The reigning champion of last year’s blind taste test is the Village of 

Croton-on-Hudson. 

“Every day, people make decisions that affect the water supply, whether it's turning off the tap while brushing 

their teeth, disposing of household chemicals properly, or supporting land use policies that protect community water 

resources,” said County Executive Andy Spano.  “The most important decisions about water are made by individuals, and 

each positive decision adds up to safer, cleaner drinking water.”

Joshua Lipsman, Commissioner of Health.   “The safety and cleanliness of our drinking water should not be taken for 

granted.
