MOHANSIC IMPROVEMENTS
Mohansic Golf Course has undergone

extensive improvements both on the

greens and the driving range to

enhance your playing experience.

A new state-of-the-art, computer

controlled irrigation system has been

installed at the course. This new

system includes double-row irrigation

around the holes and approaches as
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needed with approximately 100 additional heads as

compared to the old system.

The system can be programmed by computer from the

office as well as remotely over the Internet. The new heads

along the fairways and double row around greens facilitate

water conservation by pinpointing areas in need of irrigation

while not wasting water with broadcast overspray. New

pumps and a distribution station are also important parts of

this needed upgrade. The prior system was more than 30

years old and past its useful life.

Mohansic’s popular driving range has also undergone

changes and improvements. A covering has been constructed

over eight hitting stations so the facility can be used in all

types of weather. A 100-yard marker has also been added to

indicate driving distances.
