
1. Always wear a helmet when riding your bicycle. It’s

the law!

2. Choose a safe place to ride your bicycle.

3. Ride your bicycle on the right side of the road with

the flow of traffic.

4. Obey all traffic signs and signals.

5. Use hand signals and look in all directions before

turning.

6. Ride single file.

7. If you ride at night, use lights.

8. Wear brightly colored clothing.

9. Watch out for parked cars and cars pulling out of

the driveway.

10. Walk your bicycle across busy intersections.

11. Find a safe way to ride your bicycle to school.
